Mozart Requiem & Haydn Maria Theresa Mass 
Sunday 21st March 2010 at 7.30 pm in the Guildhall, Plymouth 

Plymouth Philharmonic Choir returns to the Guildhall on Sunday March 21 at 7.30pm 
with one of the most popular pieces in the choral repertoire. Mozart’s Requiem has 
become just as well known for the quality of its music, as for the mystery that surrounds 
it, since the composer died before it was finished, leaving behind some speculation as to 
who actually completed it.  

Haydn’s religious works are noted for the joyful way in which he praises God, and the 
Maria Theresa Mass is certainly no exception. Apparently nicknamed after the Austrian 
Empress, who was the soprano soloist in a later performance of the work in Vienna, this 
will provide the ideal compliment to the Mozart.    

Christopher Fletcher once more wields the baton, with soloists, Catherine Hamilton 
(soprano), Louise Mott (mezzo-soprano), Richard Rowntree (tenor) and Nicholas 
Merryweather (bass) joining the 150-strong choir and orchestra.
